The Batavia Pom/Dance Team is both a fall, winter sport and can carry into the spring season due to State Competition/Championship.  We will be a competition team.  This will involve several competitions as well as our commitment to school events and game performances.

Rules for Tryouts:

1. Each candidate must attend all tryout dates, unless you have an excuse acceptable to the coaches.  If there is a conflict, one of the coaches should know in advance and make alternative plans.  Attendance will be taken.  We will use the Main Gym at Batavia High School.  We will begin promptly at 3:30 pm-5:30 pm everyday of tryouts with the exception of Friday, May 20th which will begin at 6:00 pm-8:00 pm.
2. Tryout Dates:

Monday, May 16 (Learn tryout routine & fight song (Skill Evaluation)
Tuesday, May 17 (Review routine & fight song (Skill Evaluation)
Wednesday, May 18 (Review routine, evaluate school fight song)

Thursday, May 19 (Skill evaluation, routine groupings)

Friday, May 20 (Routine evaluation (Results will be handed out)

3. Each candidate must turn in a complete application, signed by both applicant and the parent or guardian and must attend the mandatory pre-tryout meeting, in order to be eligible for tryouts.  Parent meeting will be held on Wednesday, May 11th at 6:00 pm in Batavia High School’s Main Gym.
4. Candidate will wear proper dance clothing--black shorts, white t-shirt (no writing) and dance/ gym shoes.  You should note that we will be looking for a professional, neat, clean appearance each day of tryouts.

5. The candidate must be on time to every tryout date.

Batavia Pom/Dance Team Responsibilities

An effective Pom/Dance Team member not only shows talent and performs routines at athletic events or competitions, but demonstrates responsibility, respect, dedication, enthusiasm, and school spirit.  A dance team member is cooperative with others at school and community events and relates well with peers and adults.

Specific responsibilities are:

1. To be aware of, understand and follow the rules and regulations that govern the Batavia Pom-Dance Team.  We are governed by our school’s athletic department code.  There will be a mandatory pre-tryout parent meeting held on Wednesday, May 11th 6:00 pm at the Batavia High School large gym.

2. Attend and be punctual at all practices, games, competitions or special events for the season.  (These are NOT optional!)
3. Be an outstanding representative for our school, team, and families.
4. Members of the team may NOT participate in any other athletic sports or competitive dance organizations while in the fall and winter season.  Please understand jobs, club sports, dance troops, dance classes or dance company practices or competitions may not come before Batavia Dance Team commitment.
5. It is essential for dancers and dancer’s parents to keep open communication with the coach and teammates so that we may work collaboratively in a positive and respective manner.
Any infractions of the responsibilities will result in a meeting with the coaches and the dancer to discuss a remedy to any challenges that may occur.  The coach will reserve the right to remove a dancer for infractions of rules.
Team Costs

There will be expenses the dancer will incur during the season, as decided by the coaches and the team.  The dancers will be encouraged to fundraise for them.  There will be some mandatory team fundraisers that all dancers will participate in because they benefit the team.  However, if a dancer chooses not to participate in the fundraising, the dancer will be financially responsible for the detailed cost list provided for you at the end of the mandatory parent meeting.

Batavia Dance Team Selection & Description 

The teams will be selected by dancer’s scores, those who do make the dance team and those who do not.  The dancers who do make the dance team are further subdivided into two groups; Varsity and Junior Varsity.  We will break teams into two groups where the points determine the natural cut.  We will first fill the Varsity Team with the top scores and then proceed to select the Junior Varsity Team with the remaining top scorers.  We do not have a set number for each team because we look at where the point drop occurs. This allows us to keep similar skill set for each team.  If you do not wish to be on one of the levels, J.V. or Varsity, please let the coaches know at the beginning of tryout week.  We do NOT want a candidate to take a place on any of the teams that they will not be committed to a 100%.  Please understand while you may not want the opportunity, another candidate may.
Varsity

The Batavia Varsity Dance Team consists of mainly upper classmen.  However, all classes; freshman, sophomores, juniors, and seniors are eligible for Varsity.  It will be rare for under classmen to be selected on a Varsity Team.  This is in line with all of our sport programs.  A Varsity Team will practice 3-5 days a week for approximately 2-3 hours.  There will be a skill class dedicated to technique.  The Varsity will dance at all home varsity football games, homecoming events, a few soccer games, and home varsity basketball games.  We are a competition team.  During competition season we will compete at a few different organizations including UDA Nationals held in Orlando, Florida (if we earn the bid.)  Come competition season not all team members are floored for each routine.  These team members are deemed “alternates.”  Alternates may vary from routine to routine.  They are imperative to the success of our competition season.

Junior Varsity

The Batavia Junior Varsity Team will consist of freshman, sophomores and juniors only.  The main goal of our Junior Varsity Team is to allow the dancer time to strengthen their skill base, increase their dance knowledge and be a feed team for the Varsity.  A Junior Varsity level team requires dome dance technique, leadership, time and dedication.  The J.V. Dance Team will practice 3-5 days a week for approximately 2-3 hours.  There will be skill class dedicated to technique.  The J.V. Team will dance at all home J.V. football games, homecoming events, all home basketball games and perform the fight song with Varsity prior to Varsity level games.  The J.V. Team is a competition team and will compete at 3-5 competitions during the year.  We will attend the TDI JV State Championship if we qualify.
